"Except the Lord keeps the city, the watchman wakes but in vain".  Psalm 127:1b The Message says, “If 
God doesn't guard the city, the night watchman might as well nap." In David Kubal's June article (David is 
the President of Intercessors for America) he brings insight as to why the disciples were found sleeping when 
Jesus returned after praying at the Mount of Olives.  The scriptures say that they were "exhausted from 
sorrow" Luke 22:45.  The article goes on to say that "this is a lesson, fellow intercessors, which we need to 
learn: We must not let sorrow stop us from interceding." We realize that America has become a secularized 
nation.
